1. FairPoint Energy’s knowledge of the chronology of events surrounding

PNE’s and Resident Power’s attempted transfers of customers to FairPoint

Energy, and of PNE’s default, suspension, and termination at ISO-NE.

2. FairPoint Energy’s knowledge of statements made by PNE and Resident

Power and their representatives regarding PNE’s ability to maintain financial

assurance at ISO-NE during the transfer of customer accounts to FairPoint
Energy.

3. The transfer and aborted transfer of customer accounts from competitive
suppliers other than PNE to FairPoint Energy that occurred in conjunction with
PNE’s and Resident Power’s attempted transfers of customers from PNE to
FairPoint Energy.

4. Discussions FairPoint Energy had with PNE and Resident Power
concerning aggregation of customers.

5. Discussions FairPoint Energy had with NHPUC staff regarding the
transfer of customers from PNE and other competitive suppliers.
