Also, rather than a calendar year, this reconciliation of
revenues and expenses relating to the SCRC covers the 13-month period until January 2019 to
account for the shift in the setting of the SCRC rate from January 1 to February 1 consistent with
the settlement agreement in Docket No. 17-113.
