Elizabeth - here are some preliminary comments from PSNH.  
 
2502.03 (c) - the wording is ambiguous (to me).  Is it the date the unit began delivering useful thermal energy - or the date 
the meter was installed?  
 
2502.05 - "Class I source" - I believe the draft language misinterprets the intent of the statute.  Geothermal systems that 
generate electricity are still eligible for Class I REC as before.  However, Geothermal systems seeking to earn Class I 
Thermal RECs must have began operation after Jan 1, 2013.  Same for Solar Thermal systems.  The draft language 
would disqualify electrical production from these 2 types of resources.  
 
2502.10 (a) and (b) - I believe you need to change "The quantity of reductions shall..." to "The quantity of reductions 
required shall...".  
 
2502.35 (d) - the reference to 0.075 Mmbtu/hr is identical to the statute - but the statute is incorrect.  Should be lbs / 
Mmbtu.  
 
2502.36 - reference to RSA 362-F:2, X-a should be 362-F:2, XV-a  
 
2503.01 (d) and (f) - the statute says "the commission may..." not "the commission shall".  
 
2503.04 (a) and (e)  - should be for all "providers of electricity" - not just "electric distribution utility"  
 
2503.04 (b)(2) and (b)(3) - kWh should be kW  
 
2504.03 - why has this section been revised to only address fractional certificates?  
 
2505.02 (b)(12) and (b)(13) - sentence seems to be missing a few words  
 
2506.02 (f) - how can the owner make this certification? should be the independent monitor.  
 
2506.04 (r) - two problems. 1) the owner will not be able to communicate with the GIS administrator.  It would need to be a 
certified monitor.  2) the GIS may never be configured to accept thermal energy certificates, even if they are expressed as 
MWH equivalents.  
 
2506.05 (a) - Puc 900 does not address CHP REC meters.  It only discusses utility meter as per "normal practices".  
 
2505.08 and 2505.09 on Page 28 are duplicates of 2505.15(a) and 2505.16 on Page 22.  
 
2506 (Page 29) and forward are misnumbered.
